Here are some of 
the recent developments:

Mr Duke is our newly appointed Head of Sport,  sup-
ported by Mr Cattanach who leads the junior  Hockey 
and Cricket. There is competition to get into our school 
teams, which have been very successful recently.   

However, some of our older pupils do not enjoy team 
sports and so we have programmes of alternatives that 
they can choose from time to time e.g. water sports, 
golf, tennis, activity courses, etc.  Swimming is taught 
all year round either in our own open air pool or at a 
local centre.  Years 5 and 6 pupils have residential 
visits  to a PGL activity centre.  We also run a ski trip in 
the Easter holidays.  

Assessment 

We have our own system of assess-
ment which includes Progress Books, 
standardised testing twice a year, 
school exams twice a year, internal 
SATS papers, Early Years profiles, 
results from entry tests to other senior 
schools and external examinations 
including OCR and CLAIT IT certifi-
cates and GCSE modules.   

A few of our pupils take entrance ex-
ams for other senior schools and re-
cently one pupil obtained a place at 
Reigate Grammar School and another 
won an academic scholarship to Box 
Hill.

Dear Parents and friends, 

In January 2008 I took over  again the 
Headship of Moon Hall College/Burys 
Court and I am enjoying a more visibly 
active role again.  It is now six years since 
the trustees of Moon Hall Schools 
Educational Trust bought Burys Court and 
began the process of establishing Moon 
Hall College and I thought it a good time to 
pause, pass on our news and review 
progress.   

Burys Court 

We have been steadily renovating our 
lovely Victorian house bit by bit every 
holiday and we will continue to do so. Last 
year we worked on  the rear elevation of 
the house.  We also replaced the gym roof 
and installed new lighting.  We reorganised 
the interior of the school so  that Burys 
Court, the junior school (yrs 3-6), is now 
based on the first floor and Moon Hall 
College, the senior school (yrs 7-11), is on 
the second floor.   

    We have been working on the grounds and 
have plans for better facilities and improvements 
to the pitches.  The walled garden has been 
cleared and the pupils now have a small kitchen 
garden, fenced against the rabbits, which is 
maintained by the gardening club and supported 
by parents. 

Gym and New Changing Rooms Project 

We have been able to 
continue the Gym and 
Changing Rooms Project 
thanks to the efforts of the 
Court Circle and a 
generous anonymous 
donation of Ã100,000.  

The Court Circle have 
managed to raise almost 

Ã40,000 from a combination of donations and 
events, including a sponsored swim, an Auction 
of Promises attended by Brough Scott, a Quiz 
Night, cake sales, concerts etc.   

Last year we were delighted to have been 
awarded a grant for Ã75,000 towards the work by 
the Fair  Dene Trust which had offered a grant to 
a school that could show a project that would 
make a substantial difference to the schoolôs 
provision.   

We have replaced the gym roof, built the new 
changing rooms which are now in use and the 
next stage is a large store room to house gym 
and drama equipment and props. The excellent 
production in March of Bugsy Malone   
by College showcased the talent for drama we 
have among pupils and staff alike. 
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Progress towards GCSE 

examinations/KS3 & 4 

We now have an established Key Stage 3 
covering years 7, 8 and 9.  They are all 
working on an enhanced National 
Curriculum and preparing for the GCSE 
courses that they will tackle in years 10 
and 11.   

All pupils in years 10 and 11 are 
expected to take the four core subjects of 
English, Maths, Science and I.T. plus a 
choice of other subjects.  Our year 10 and 
11 pupils have already taken GCSE Maths 
and Science modules with encouraging 
results.  

We have been inspected by Crested and 
registered under category SP as a 
specialist provision school. 

The ISI Inspectors who inspected in 
January 2011 reported that we enable 
dyslexic pupils to flourish in a  mainstream 
environment and that they benefit from 
outstanding  pastoral care.
