A PERSONAL LETTER OF WELCOME 

 
When I started Moon Hall School in our home in 1985 for my son, Dan, and a friendôs son, Elliot, I 

had no idea or intention that it would develop as it has.  However the need that Andrea and I were 

able to meet for our two sons turned out to be a more general need and Moon Hall Schools 

Educational Trust has now helped hundreds of children.  

 

Moon Hall Schools Educational Trust acquired Burys Court in 2005.  Here at Moon Hall College 

and Burys Court we can replicate the successful ethos of Moon Hall School and extend our 

specialist provision up the age range to GCSE. 

 

We regularly admit children who have been failing to meet their potential at school.  It is highly 

rewarding for us to see them responding positively, once they have settled in and appreciate that 

we can help.  They discover they really are intelligent, talented and able to keep up and succeed in 

the mainstream curriculum. Achieving this requires a comprehensive approach to education in all 

its aspects.   

 

We teach our children strategies that enable them to manage their dyslexia.  We help them to 

understand that it is just one aspect of the talents they also have which they can develop and 

enjoy.  We enable them to enjoy school once more and to regain a sense of achievement. 

 

One cannot overemphasise the advantages of giving specialist support to these children at an 

early age if that is possible.  Dyslexia cannot be diagnosed with certainty much before the age of 7 

but it is a genetic condition and signs of possible dyslexia can be identified in the nursery by those 

who have experience of it.  It has been a great personal reward for me that with the Little Berries 

nursery at Burys Court we have been able to give both my grandchildren the best start they could 

hope to get. 

 

There is no magic in our success ï it comes from hard work by devoted staff many of whom are 

specialists and all of whom have a good understanding of the needs of our children.

The best way to experience the 
friendly and positive atmosphere is to visit, talk with us and, most importantly, see our children at 
work and at play. 

Statement of Ethos and Aims 
  
Moon Hall College and Burys Court specialises in teaching dyslexic children in a mainstream 
environment but not to the exclusion of others.   
 

 
Burys Court, our Junior Department which includes 
Little Berries Nursery School, takes the children up 
to Year 6.  
 
Moon Hall College, our Senior Department, takes the 
children from Year 7 (College 1) up to Year 11 
(College 5) and GCSE.  
  
We are a family school that fosters family values: 
each child is known to practically every member of 
staff.  Each child we admit is important to us as an 
individual whose needs are to be understood and met 

and whose talents are to be found and encouraged.   
  
Teaching throughout the school is designed to be 
ódyslexia friendlyô.  (We are members of and are 
inspected by CReSTeD.- the Council for the 
Registration of Schools Teaching Dyslexic Pupils.) 
 
Our special needs provision is not given by taking 
the pupils out of classes.  Instead we operate with 
trained specialist teachers and teaching 
assistants.  This enables our pupils to do the 
correct work for their age group in class whether 
or not their literacy skills have yet caught up with 
their age.   
 
Most lessons have at least two members of staff 
working together.  Classes are split into even 
smaller groups for English and Maths so that the teachers can give the individual help needed in 
the classroom and the pupils do not miss any part of the curriculum by being taken out.  If a pupil 
still needs one to one or extra group lessons on top of this, our policy is to do these in less 
academic lesson times as far as possible.  We give lessons of this sort as and when needed and 
sometimes as a short course to give a boost.

We teach using specialist subject teachers for most subjects from at least Year 5 (English, Maths, 
History, IT, DT, Art etc.).  These teachers are supported by another teacher or assistant in class to 
help children who need the additional support.   
  
We take very seriously the importance of having a firm base in literacy and numeracy on which to 
build further academic achievement, and the importance of acquiring the learning skills needed for 
a happy and successful life.   This approach has proved very beneficial to pupils who are not 

dyslexic and who benefit from having the individual 
attention we can give.  
 
We are extremely fortunate to have the location we do at 
Burys Court.  We own 12 acres of grounds set a third of a 
mile along a farm drive that runs off Flanchford Road.  We 
are surrounded by the large Charrington Farms Estate.  As 
well as organised games and sport on our playing fields, 
the younger children play under supervision in the woods 
during their breaks, make camps and dens and can climb 
approved trees to a specified height subject to our rules on 
safety.  Ours is an environment that stimulates a childôs 
imagination.  Pupils here learn through their play (as 
generations have done before them) to be imaginative, to 
co-operate, to organise, to be responsible and to become 

risk aware of both expected and unexpected hazards.  Above all, they have fun in a happy, caring 
and supportive environment in which they can thrive.   
  
Within this environment, we seek to develop our pupilsô 
personality and self-confidence and to instil in them an 
understanding of the importance of respect for oneôs self and 
for others, self-discipline, a sense of duty, courtesy, initiative 
and hard work.  We teach Christian values in a multi-cultural 
context and we welcome children of all faiths and of none 
equally.  
  
We hope they will look back on their time here with fond 
memories. 
 
 
Overall, we provide a broad and balanced education that: - 

¶ Promotes academic excellence and establishes sound work habits which enable each 

child to achieve his or her potential 

¶ Caters for individual needs and stresses the importance of a positive self-image.  

¶ Provides opportunities for attaining personal goals and offers a wide range of activities 
through which the children can discover and develop their skills and aptitudes 

¶ Teaches the importance of moral and social values and encourages self-discipline, 
responsibility, good manners and thoughtfulness for others 

¶  Develops an understanding of our environment and the importance of conservation. 

  
In all that we do, we seek to foster core values of confidence, compassion, respect and ambition. 
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Our Facilities 
 
We are very fortunate that our school 
is in a beautiful building in a wonderful 
setting.  Some of the main rooms are 
oak panelled with stunning ceilings. At 
Christmas the junior pupils sing carols 
in the hall while parents enjoy mince 
pies and mulled wine. 
 

Children and teachers have lunch 
together in our panelled dining room 
with family service.  Our resident chef 
cooks all meals on site from fresh 
ingredients.
